The patient presents with a sore to her left mastoid area for the past three days without pain or drainage per mother, unknown in origin.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of allergies; otherwise negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Started allergy shots at calorie clinic.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Noted to be with slightly small indurated lesions left auricular area approximately 8 mm in diameter with soft center without fluctuance or drainage or erythema. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Papule, carbuncle, left scalp.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Keflex with topical care instructions. Follow up with PCP as needed.
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
