The patient presents with cough for three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia with cholesterol greater than 300 on Crestor now.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Smokes one and half packs of cigarettes per day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Wheezing and rhonchi diffuse. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness or organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis and moderate to severe hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: The patient had nebulizer treatments with albuterol two times with some clearing and problems. The patient was given Rocephin 500 mg IM and placed on a prescription of Biaxin, Medrol Dosepak and Advair with Phenergan DM. Follow up with PCP in four to five days. Advised to decrease tobacco and use handheld nebulizer at home.
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
