SEEBALDT, HELEN
This 94-year-old woman with thymoma, lives in a nursing home in Tomball, Texas. The patient is suffering from increased weight loss, 5.5 pounds since last visit, increased short-term memory loss and advanced dementia, is now bedbound, bowel and bladder incontinent, requires help with all her ADL. The patient is only repeating few words at this time. She is sleeping about 18-20 hours a day. Her KPS score is 40%. She requires turning by the nursing home staff to keep her from developing bed sores and has lost tremendous amount of muscle mass though and is suffering from decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is not a candidate for PEG tube placement. Her overall prognosis remains quite poor; hence, the patient is hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months.
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
