HAYTER, LAURA
This is a 79-year-old woman on hospice with diagnosis of colon cancer. Since last certification, the patient has lost weight. She is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation treatment at this time. Her primary caregiver Pamela is with her all the time who states the patient is now sleeping about 18-20 hours a day and has a KPS score of 40% which has changed from KPS score of 50% previously. The patient is no longer able to ambulate independently, suffers from severe weakness, requires position changes, also has decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition related to decreased appetite and her cancer, expected to do poorly, remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live. The patient also requires around the clock pain medication and now staying in bed 18-20 hours a day and hence both bowel and bladder incontinent and requires total ADL care by her daughter Pam that lives at home with her.
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
