History: Ms. Faye Spates is an 85-year-old African American female who is a retired nurse who has:

1. Cardiomyopathy.

2. Hypertension.

3. Type II diabetes mellitus.

She was found to have kidney cancer as a malignant kidney cyst, which was taken care of by Scott & White urologists. The patient is going downhill slowly in that her creatinine is kind of getting high and worse, so she has stage III kidney disease. When I reconciled her medication list, the patient is on glyburide 5 mg twice a day. As her A1c is only 5.5 and she is developing kidney problems, I think good idea to reduce her glyburide to 5 mg a day only. I may even decide to take her off the medication. The patient had some labs done in April and I think it is a good idea it has been two months that she repeat the labs, so she is given a lab slip to get repeat CBC and CMP done. I have reduced the dose of the medicine to once a day, a new prescription given. While I am dictating the notes on this patient, a patient of mine found her prescription dropped in the parking lot and we have informed the patient that she had dropped her prescription and hopefully she will come and pick it up or we will have to fax it to the pharmacy of her choice. I have advised the patient to go for the labs and return to see me in a month. The patient’s labs are for serial exams for checking the kidney function.
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
