The patient presents with history of a lump on scalp, popped about a week ago, now new popped up and she is wanting refill on medications.
PRESENT ILLNESS: As above, refills.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Herpes simplex 2.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Sore on scalp x2 with clearing one as above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Noted a solitary crusted lesion posterior scalp x2. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Folliculitis of the scalp with history of hypertension.
PLAN: The patient’s medications were refilled and was given a prescription for Z-PAK. Follow up in two to three months and as needed.
