The patient was brought in by mother with complaints of pinkeye on both of his eyes since yesterday with matting. No other symptoms. Exposed to conjunctivitis at daycare.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above with matting eyes since yesterday.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory other than mother with conjunctivitis as well, started last night.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Matting of both eyes conjunctiva without ocular involvement or erythema. No evidence of a bacterial infection. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Viral conjunctivitis.
PLAN: We will give prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic to take with warm compresses and to follow up as needed. Return to daycare with excuse.
