Remainder examination within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Viral conjunctivitis, right eye.
PLAN: We will give a prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic with topical care as advised with infection precautions and allowed to return to work with excuse.
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
