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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 63-year-old white male that is followed in this practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease that has been oscillating between stage IIIA and II. During this evaluation, the laboratory workup was done on 05/22/2023. He has a creatinine of 1.1 and an estimated GFR of 75 with a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is below 200. There is no evidence of activity in the urinary sediment.

2. The patient has gained significant amount of body weight 18 pounds and probably this was related to the shoulder replacement; first was the right and he just had the left postop, with poor appetite. The patient just had the left arm repaired; the shoulder replacement and he is not eating that much, however, he has kept the same body weight. We will keep a close observation.

3. The patient has a history of erythrocytosis; the hemoglobin is 17.5. We are going to keep a close followup of this condition.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today 120/75.

5. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease that is stable and under control with the help of famotidine.

6. Bronchial asthma without exacerbation.

7. Atherosclerosis.

We invested reviewing the labs 7 minutes, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 6 minutes.
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
