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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. Mrs. Olsen is an 83-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of chronic kidney disease that has been oscillating between stage IIIB/AI and IV/AI. The patient continues to do well. She is feeling well. The atrial fibrillation is under control. She had a component of cardiorenal syndrome, but hemodynamically she is much better. The patient had an ablation and placement of a permanent pacemaker and she is doing much better. She has a history of TAVR. The kidney function has remained stable. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 05/22/23, the creatinine is 1.5 and the estimated GFR is 33 mL/min. The patient continues to be in stable condition. It seems to be that the Jardiance was stopped by somebody else.

2. Anemia. This anemia had been corrected with the administration of iron. The patient quit taking iron. The hemoglobin is 10.9. She is advised to go back on iron.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Today’s blood pressure is 109/71.

4. She has a history of hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The reevaluation of T3, T4 and TSH will be done during the next visit.

5. B12 deficiency that has been on supplementation.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The patient is doing much better. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
