History: She is a 36-year-old white female who is a schoolteacher for Southwood Valley Elementary School and does also administrative work. She has her Master’s in Business from Purdue University.
Operations: None.

Personal History: Her husband has his own business of a barbershop. She is married. She has two children. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She does not do drugs.

The patient states she was diagnosed as having severe cystic acne and got put on spironolactone and Cleocin gel. She states when she was a child she was okay, but when she was in high school, she was noted to have attention deficit disorder and was prescribed dextroamphetamine ER 30 mg once a day by Dr. Dhaduk. She states she is running out of it. I explained to the patient our procedure for evaluating new patient for attention deficit disorder that includes EKG, lab work, CNSVS testing and urine drug screen. She states it has been six months since she had urine drug screen. I have reviewed the patient’s self-written history and it states here the patient does not want any blood transfusions and she does not accept blood. So, it is possible the patient is Jehovah’s Witness. The patient wants to come this Friday for CNSVS testing as she states even though school is out she is working four days. The patient has no problems with anxiety or depression. The patient was examined. Her acne seems to have cleared up pretty good. She seems to have a normal physical exam.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Cystic acne.

2. Attention deficit disorder.
