This is a history and physical examination on Eddy Tidwell.

This 89-year-old male is here for establishing PCP. He does not smoke anymore. He quit 20 years ago. He used to smoke moderately. He denies any alcohol. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: At present only think he has his dryness over his nose other than that he says he feels okay.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Recently, the patient had squamous cell carcinoma removed from the nose on May 23rd and it was localized. The patient has recovered well then he seems to have healed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of BPH. He is on tamsulosin 0.4 mg. He denied any history of diabetes. He said in past, he may have high blood pressure, however since he lost weight from 215 pounds now to 146 pounds. He lost his faith by just exercise and diet. He lives at Good Sam Supporting Living Center.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 89-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inch tall, weighing 146 pounds, and blood pressure 133/71.
HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Recently diagnosed squamous cell carcinoma of the nose.

2. BPH.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, A1c, lipids, and PSA. We will continue his current medications. We will see him periodically every three months.
