CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 58-year-old male with a complaint of chest pain.

HPI: The patient is a 58-year-old male who complained of both leg pain and chest pain. Chest pain is described as a tightness, nonradiating and associated with shortness of breath. Pain has no specific provocating factors. He otherwise is a poor historian. He does note leg pain. This too is nonradiating.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with unknown heart disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: He reports sore throat.

Neurologic: He has headaches. Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 199/115, pulse 103, respiratory rate 20, height 65 inches, and weight 195 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus tachycardia at a rate of 102 bpm. Nonspecific T-wave abnormality is noted.

PLAN: The patient is started on losartan 50 mg one p.o. daily #90, metoprolol succinate 25 mg one p.o. daily #90. Labs to include CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH and urinalysis have been ordered.
INTERVAL HISTORY: The patient is seen on followup on May 23, 2023. Blood pressure is noted to be out of control. Blood pressure is 140/70, pulse is 107, and respiratory rate is 28. He remains with uncontrolled blood pressure. Echocardiogram and stress testing are now ordered.
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
