CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 55-year-old African American male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HPI: The patient is a 55-year-old male with history of myocardial infarction dating to 2010, with CVA dating to 2011, who reports chest pain. Chest pain is substernal and occurs intermittently without specific provocating factors. The patient notes no associated symptoms. He has had no shortness of breath.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Coronary artery disease.

4. Hemiplegia and hemiparesis following cerebral infarction affecting right nondominant side.

5. Polyneuropathy unspecified.

6. Posttraumatic stress disorder.

7. Major depressive disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: Aspirin 81 mg one daily, atorvastatin 20 mg one daily, tramadol 50 mg take two b.i.d., nystatin cream p.r.n., baclofen 20 mg one t.i.d., gabapentin 800 mg daily, Norco 10/325 mg p.r.n., triamcinolone cream p.r.n., and nitroglycerin p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: His mother, brother, and sisters all have diabetes. A sister died with cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior smoker, but denies alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Psychiatric: He has insomnia.

Musculoskeletal: He has generalized weakness, otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress. Exam otherwise significant for mild hemiparesis.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 139/77, pulse 82, respiratory rate 18, height 71 inches and weight 221.4 pounds.

IMPRESSION:
1. Coronary artery disease.

2. History of myocardial infarction.

3. Diabetes type II.

4. Hypertension.
