History: Mr. Cristian Sanchez is a 30-year-old white male who is the manager of John Deere Company for the past two years and he states he has slight problem with attention deficit and he is on Adderall XR 30 mg a day. He is under the care of Dr. Dudek for unknown reasons. Dr. Dudek is not working at the current time. He states he and his wife both see Dr. Dudek. He states he buys Adderall XR 30 mg brand name from Walgreens even though it costs him $200 a month because he tried the generic or the substitute and that caused him to have a lot of mood problems. He has not had any operations. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs. He is married. He denies any other medical problems like diabetes, hypertension, or asthma. He does not take any other medicine besides this. He occasionally dips snuff. I explained to him our criteria for treatment of attention deficit and the workup that we do. The workup includes doing CNSVS, urine drug screen, complete lab work, and EKG. EKG done showed sinus rhythm within normal limits. The patient states he needs the medicine because his performance at work is not that great and so we checked Texas PMP. He signed an ABM for UDS that he wanted to get it done now. UDS done. A prescription of Adderall XR 30 mg written. The patient will be seen in a month. In the meantime he is going to get blood work done and also schedule a CNSVS testing.
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
