History: Scott Cook was seen today. Mr. Cook has finished TMS treatment. He is feeling overall much better, but he states he has gained weight and is concerned about it. He has heard about Ozempic and Wegovy and he is interested. I did a lot of diet counseling. He has elevated triglycerides. The lab results of May 2023 showed high triglycerides. The patient states for 30 days of his Vascepa, his co-pay was $60. So he absolutely cannot afford it. So he wants generic Vascepa, which has been given. After diet counseling, the patient was given an injection of 0.25 mg of Ozempic subcu. The patient is going to take rest of the shots himself once a week. Instructions provided. Side effects reviewed. I will see him in the office once in a month. For four weeks he is going to use 0.25 mg subcu and fifth and sixth dose will be 0.5 mg subcu. The patient has made a change of this medicine and I am going to see him in the office in a month. I also advised him to use some core cleanser. 
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
