HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old female patient. She is here today with a complaint of left eye seems to be swollen on the upper eyelid. She did have case of conjunctivitis bacterial approximately five days ago and she came and saw me, we did give her eye drops for that. The patient does not have any change in vision. She has not had any fever, in fact no other issues as well. She carries on her normal day of play activity and eating and drinking fluids very well.
She does complain of itchiness to that left eye.
Now, her condition has advanced into more of a chalazion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She interacts well with me through the exam today. She is not in any distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. The left eye on that upper eyelid does have a chalazion present. We can see a small bump there. There is some mild erythema surrounding that area as well. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. There is no lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Chalazion. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. x 10 days. I have asked mother to as best possible teach her not to rub the eye. I have also advised this will probably take sometime for another one to two to possibly even three weeks to fully resolve, what she is looking for is for continued improvement over the next days and weeks to come.
