HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-year-old little girl. Mother brought her back in. She had sore throat some time ago, approximately one week, we had given her amoxicillin. Mother states she does not feel like she is getting any better, but there has been a new development. She now has the sores in her mouth, aphthous ulcers. The patient does not want to eat anything due to the discomfort. She takes fluids very well, however. No other issues reported.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She is on the amoxicillin.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling as well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She is a bit difficult to handle today. She does not want to open her mouth for me. We are getting her to do that and it is very apparent that she has aphthous ulcers resembling HSV infection.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: As above.
NECK: Soft. No pain upon movement. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear throughout.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Normal bowel sounds and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: None were done today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Aphthous ulcer, HSV infection. The patient will receive acyclovir 200 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon three times a day for 10 days, 150 mL.

2. Mother is going to monitor for improvement and return to clinic or call me if needed.
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
