SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Lesli described that he has been feeling real good. His wife is sleepy. He has never had any argument and compliance with the medications has not had any agitation, aggression, or any argument with each other. He was in a good mood, pleasant affect, alert, and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. He denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. He denies any side effects of the medications. He claimed the medications has been working fine and does not need any refill of the prescription. The patient was further provided support and encouraged that he should control his behavior and communicate with his wife in a supportive manner to which he has agreed.
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder stable.
PLAN: The patient is on seroquel 400 mg at bedtime and 100 mg in the morning and Depakote 500 mg at bedtime. The patient medications are filled every three months therefore no prescription was filled during this month. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
