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1. EM, 69-year-old woman seen with trouble breathing and history of COPD. Chest x-ray shows COPD, given respiratory treatment. Vitals were stable. Sent home with exacerbation of COPD. Treated with prednisone and azithromycin. Left message for the patient.

2. CM, is a 59-year-old male with back pain over the left kidney. White count was 1.1. H&H 10 and 29. Tachycardic and febrile. CT scan showed possible kidney cancer. The patient received morphine, Zofran and Tylenol. Refused admission, wanted to go to the VA the next day and he was sent home with cefdinir. No one answered the phone today.

3. MH, 50-year-old with chest pain. Left before triage. No phone number was left for followup.
4. BH, 26-year-old with a weak laceration 8 cm right arm. It was closed. Tdap was addressed. Given Rocephin and Norco in the emergency room. X-rays negative for foreign bodies. Sent home with Keflex and was happy with the care received.

5. DP, 6-year-old male with history of seizure, presents with seizure. Given Ativan one dose, Keppra bolus and started on higher dose of Keppra. White count was 17,000 most likely related to seizure. CPK was not checked. Left message for family to call me back.

6. RM, 61-year-old male with pain in his stomach from possible hernia. Vital signs were stable. He did have a periumbilical hernia. Given IV fluid. White count 11,000. CT shows strangulation and/or incarceration. He was sent home with thiamine with history of alcohol abuse. There was a small kidney stone that was seen as well. The phone number that was left was a bad number. Workup was complete.

7. KW, 33-year-old with a toenail avulsion. The toenail was removed. The patient was happy with the care given, fine now. Liked the physician.

8. PS, 9-year-old with abdominal pain, stated severe, started two hours ago. Urinalysis showed leukocytes. No CT was done. He was sent home with cefdinir. Diagnoses: UTI, constipation and left message for the family to call me back.
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9. RS, is a 53-year-old male with a laceration right thumb pad closed. Treated with Keflex. Very happy with the care received.

10. CG, 71-year-old woman with blood in the urine. White count 10,000. H&H 8 and 28. Creatinine 68 and 3.2. CT showed shrivelled up kidneys, transferred to Memorial Hermann. No one answered when I called her today. Workup complete. Transfer appropriate.

11. IW, 19-year-old female with vaginal bleed, thought possible miscarriage. She had a D&C done three days ago. Vitals were stable. Pregnancy test was positive. HCG was 6000. I am so glad the doctor ordered an ultrasound of the pelvis which showed no sac, no baby. CBC and CMP were stable and the patient was sent home with UTI and antibiotics. The phone number that was left was a nonworking number. Workup was complete. Ultrasound was very appropriate. Serial HCG needed to rule out another fetus within the uterus.

12. GV, is a 58-year-old woman with chest pain and left arm pain, flu-like illness. Blood pressure 158/99, came down to 138/83. The patient underwent CBC, CMP, EKG, cardiac workup, swab testing, chest x-ray; the only thing that was positive was potassium of 3.3. Cardiologist was not called. The patient was given 20 mEq of potassium in the emergency room. When called, no one answered.

13. PM, is a 48-year-old male with left arm numbness and possible seizure. The patient was involved in an MVA yesterday. CBC, CMP, urine drug screen showed CBC negative. CMP negative. Urine drug screen showed amphetamine. Head CT negative. EKG was okay. He was sent home with naproxen.
14. DH, is a 36-year-old male with abdominal pain and lightheadedness. Vitals were stable. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis were negative. The patient had a KUB done and was diagnosed with gastroenteritis, sent home with Imodium and Cipro. Left message for the patient today.
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
