Dear Roberta:

This is a followup for Mr. Branstrom with chronic kidney disease and diabetic nephropathy.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visits.  Stable edema.  Doing low sodium compression stockings, bilateral cataract surgery without any problems.  He is going to discuss with you sexually transmitted abnormalities.  Minor dysuria, no drainage, some bumpy areas on the genital area.  No fever.  Has chronic dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Other review of systems is negative.  He has prior mitral valve replace.  It is my understanding a CT scan of the chest was done.  He recalled using IV contrast and apparently no new abnormalities.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight bisoprolol, Bumex, metolazone, anticoagulation Coumadin, and diabetes management.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 136/74, weight 146, COPD abnormalities.  No pleural effusion or consolidation.  Distant breath sounds, increases one from mitral valve replace.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites.  2+ edema compression stockings.
Labs:  Chemistries April creatinine 1.2.  He has been between 1.2 and 1.5 in the recent past, anemia 10.4, he received intravenous iron, most recent ferritin 200s with low saturation 14%.  Normal electrolytes, elevated bicarbonate, low albumin, corrected calcium normal, liver function test not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression, no symptoms, no dialysis.

2. Anemia, no indication for EPO treatment, not symptomatic.

3. Elevated bicarbonate likely from diuretics, presently normal potassium.

4. Mechanical mitral valves, anticoagulation, needs procedure for atrial fibrillation flutter, prior coronary artery bypass.

5. Physical findings for emphysema.  I do not have the report of the CAT scan.

6. Question sexually-transmitted disease, needs to discuss with you, plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
