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NEW PATIENT EVALUATION

History: Mr. Knabe is a 23-year-old white male who is a patient of Dr. Dhaduk and he referred him here. He states he has had history of attention deficit for longtime even when he was in high school and in college. He states he was treated in Denton, Texas by a doctor and then he came here for followup with Dr. Dhaduk and has been continuing the same medicine for the past three years. He states he has never had a urine drug screen done or blood work done. I told the patient that we do urine drug screen, we do complete blood work testing to be sure that there is nothing else going on with the patient. We also do CNSVS, which is a computerized testing and an EKG because of the cardiac side effects of ADD medicines on this patient; when I did the EKG, it showed rightward axis and voltage suggestive of LVH and even short PR interval. When I told him that it may be a good idea that he sees a cardiologist some time, he states three years ago when he was seeing his other doctor in Denton, Texas, he told him the same thing and was advised to see the cardiologist, but since he came here he has not seen the cardiologist, but now he will. I did Texas PMP. The patient is on Vyvanse 50 mg a day. I did not see any WPW on the EKG, but short PR interval and a rightward axis. I advised the patient that if he wants the prescription today we will have to do a random urine drug screen and that we do not send it to the labs because we cannot get the test back on time, that it would be cash pay, but if he wants to wait a few days, then pick up the prescription once I have the labs and others it would be okay; however, the patient stated he has not had medicine for the past four to five days and he needs the medicine today and he wants to do the urine drug screen random here. The patient understands plan of treatment. So, he has an abnormal EKG. He has a urine drug screen that is good; except for his medicine, there are no other drugs detected. The patient will come for CNSVS. A lab slip checking for CBC, CMP, lipid and TSH given.

Allergies: None.

Medications: At home, Vyvanse 50 mg a day.
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Social History: He is single. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs. He is a senior studying sports management at Texas A&M. He wants to go to law school once he graduates. He states Tulane Law School teaches a lot of sports management and so does Wesleyan College that merged with Texas A&M and he is looking into both schools.

Diagnosis: Attention deficit disorder.
