Thank you for this referral.

This 79-year-old female is known to me from before. She used to smoke one pack per day for 50 years. She quit in 2014. She denies any alcohol. Denies any drug allergies.

I saw her initially in May 2014 for iron deficiency anemia and also from IgA bleed secondary to angiodysplasia of small intestine. During that period, the patient received intravenous iron since she did not have much response with oral iron. A bone marrow also was done, which was nondiagnostic. The patient continues to have iron deficiency anemia recently upon endoscopy she was found to have angiodysplasia of intestine with hemorrhage and subsequent iron deficiency anemia and so Dr. Roy Joseph referred her to me for intravenous iron infusion.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of anemia for last 10 plus years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 79-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing 141 pounds, and blood pressure 154/64.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes not palpable in the neck. JVP flat.
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Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron deficiency anemia.

2. Angiodysplasia of the colon and subsequent bleeding.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her intravenous InFed 1 g over couple of hours. We also will draw the blood for CBC, CMP, iron, and ferritin once available we could make further recommendations.
