




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Dr. Waldman:
I had the pleasure of seeing Mary Leevig today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is an 80-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who lives in the River Ridge Nursing Home. At a baseline, she has quadriparesis and wheelchair bound, she cannot walk. On 04/28/2023, she has had a seizure; the detail of the seizure is not available. She was taken to the St. Mary’s Emergency Room where a CT of the head done which shows moderate to severe brain atrophy with asymmetry in the left parietal region. She was started on Keppra 500 mg two times daily and she did not have a seizure since then. The patient is DNR/DNI at the baseline.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Constipation, atrial fibrillation, vitamin D deficiency, hypertension, dermatitis, diabetes mellitus, hyperlipidemia, vitamin B12 deficiency, panic disorder, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: AMLODIPINE, LATEX, and SULFACETAMIDE.
MEDICATIONS: Baclofen 10 mg two times daily, NovoLog, Keppra 500 mg two times daily, and Ativan 2 mg injection IM once daily dose for as-needed basis for seizure.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke cigarettes. She does not drink alcohol. She lives in the nursing home. She has one son.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not available.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal systems. I found out that she had a seizure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Motor System Examination: Quadriparesis present. Spasticity present. Action tremor present. The patient is in the wheelchair. Hands are closed. Strength is 4/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Feet are plantarflexed.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 80-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problem: Epilepsy.

At this time, I would like to continue the Keppra 500 mg two times daily. I would like to order the EEG and CT of the head done.
