HUNTER, SONJA
This is an 83-year-old woman admitted to hospice with chronic kidney disease. The patient in the past few weeks has deteriorated and that she has lost weight. She is retaining fluid. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She is short of breath because of volume overload. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is currently married, but lives with the family member Mary Hunter. She is more confused. She is edematous. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She has decreased muscle mass. She is confused as I mentioned. She has dry itchy skin related to her renal insufficiency. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, sleeping most of the time about 16 to 18 hours a day. The patient’s kidney disease has worsened to the point that now she has become endstage and most likely has less than six months to live and she is appropriate for hospice care at home. The decision was made in conjunction with help of family member and the patient’s primary care physician. Other medical issues include hypertension, nephrosclerosis, urinary tract infection, neuropathy, and pain, recently hospitalized with dehydration as well. Overall prognosis is great.
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
