HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Benjamin is a 72-year-old gentleman who was recently released from prison after spending 23 years in prison. During the time in prison, he was diagnosed with prostate cancer and hepatitis C which lead to hepatoma. The patient has had both radiation and chemotherapy for both of these cancers while in prison.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD, hypertension, diabetes, hepatitis C, hepatoma, and prostate cancer.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Only surgery he has had is hernia surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Glipizide 5 mg twice a day, metformin 1000 mg twice a day, lisinopril 20 mg once a day, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg a day, Neurontin 400 mg t.i.d., albuterol inhaler, Atrovent inhaler, Coreg 12.5 mg twice a day, and Flomax 0.4 mg once a day. 
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date x4.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink, but he has had both before, but not for the past 23 years.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of some sort of cancer. He does not remember what.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has lost weight. He feels very weak. He has no appetite. He is in pain. He also was involved in motor vehicle accident recently where police caught hit him and he is receiving therapy from a chiropractor’s office. Because of that he has got knee pain, low back pain, which should be differentiated from an accident and/or bony metastasis. I have asked for Mr. Benjamin to obtain his records. He is having appointment with an oncologist regarding his cancers since he has left prison whether or not he is a candidate for any other treatment. He would like end-of-life care at home because of this pain, weakness and his other comorbidities. He qualifies for hospice if he no longer interested in pursuing these cancers and/or there is no other treatment plans available to him and appointment with oncologist is pending at this time.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 154/87. Pulse 97. Respirations 18. He is afebrile.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi, otherwise clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
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SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGIC: He has generalized weakness with moving all four extremities.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows 1+ edema without cords. 
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Dementia neuropathy.

4. Bone pain rule out metastasis.

5. Hepatoma.

6. Prostate cancer.

7. Status post chemo and radiation therapy for both prostate cancer and hepatoma.

8. Hepatitis C.

9. We will obtain the patient’s previous records. Also, we will obtain records from the oncologist on his next visit and decide whether or not the patient qualifies for end-of-life care on hospice.
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
