I am dictating this note for any future inquiry or documentation purposes. This patient has a long history of pain, has been on pain medications in the past, has received injections and other treatment methods to control the pain. He also has a history of TBI. He has been depressed and anxious. There are also some marital issues as described by his wife in the past. We had tried to get an approval for TMS. He has a spinal cord stimulator and recently the wife called and stated that TMS cannot be done because there is a likelihood of the end wires in his neck getting hot and “messing it up”. Certainly, we do not want to take any risk with patients getting injured type of risk. So, the TMS is postponed for right now, unless the spinal cord stimulator is removed. I have been told by the patient that he has used switch-off methods to do MRIs, but his wife called us and stated that the wires are likely to get hot and so I am not going to go for TMS. Other choices are ECT. He has tried various medications including Trintellix with no positive changes.

So, I wanted to discuss with them today what other treatment choices we have, and we tried to reach him. They did not return the call. This has also been apparent before where we have called them before and we would not get the call back until they desire to call back. 
So, again, around 2 p.m. my staff member Ms. Cota tried to reach them. Apparently, while trying to transfer the calls, the call dropped twice. This made the patient angry, and he left for running an errand according to his wife. We have told them that they could call us back once the patient returns and if I am here, I will speak to him.

It appears that this is an irritable, angry person, and also with a frustrated family member, and I certainly want any future reader to know that many times psychiatry gets the short end of the stick.
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
