HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 14-year-old female patient here with a complaint of right flank pain, also suprapubic pain, mild dysuria as well. She has had this for a couple of days now. This morning, she woke up, had some nausea and vomiting as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has a hearing deficit in the right ear.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking. Last menstrual cycle was last week of May, approximately two weeks ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/65. Pulse 85. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 102 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No tachycardia. No murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

BACK: She does have some tenderness to the right flank area of the back.

LABORATORY DATA: We did a lab test, urine sample today, it did show positive for blood and leukocytes as well as nitrites.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Urinary tract infection and mild dysuria. The patient will receive Bactrim Double Strength one p.o. b.i.d. x7 days #14.
2. She is to going to drink plenty of fluids. We will also send urine out for culture that will be back in a few days. I have advised the patient to monitor her symptoms and return to clinic or call me if not improving in another 24 hours.
