CC: Lab and x-ray review.

HPI: An 84-year-old seen in room. She was glad to be able to finally get to hear about her labs and her UA results though she has been treated already. When the patient was last seen on 05/15/23, she was concerned because she is very short when standing and had kind of lost her balance and hit up against a hard arm of a chair and had subsequent right hip and pelvic pain; afraid that she had somehow injured a right hip replacement that had been done several years ago. So imaging done from that time is reviewed today, but she had been given the information that there was nothing acute to be concerned about shortly after films were done and results were received. She also wanted to discuss ongoing pain. 
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with progression perseverates on medical issues, bilateral LEE, and pain management.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/15/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, pleasant, able to understand some information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 152/80, pulse 72, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 133.8 pounds.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She weight bears in her room. She was walking, but holding onto furniture until she got to the chair she was going to sit on. She has trace LEE, but her legs actually look pretty good and moves arms normally.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Asked for things to be repeated and hearing deficits appeared to be part of that and required more than one explanation of lab and x-ray results.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Right hip x-ray post fall on 05/14/23. It shows intact right hip arthroplasty hardware. No loosening. No evidence of acute injury and no chronic findings.

2. Right knee pain. It shows mild osteopenia and mild tricompartment arthritic degenerative change of the right knee joint. The patient is having tramadol increased to 50 mg q.6h. and she also likes to take Tylenol p.r.n. with it. So, I encouraged her to do it as it worked for her.

3. Follow up UA results. This is from 05/29/23. E. coli UTI positive, started on Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x5 days and she has just completed treatment.
