CC: Confusion on Friday.

HPI: An 86-year-old who was seated in his recliner with his eyes closed and I told him why I was seeing him, he laughed and he stated that he said a guy cannot have difficulty pronouncing a word without thinking that he is having a stroke and he told me that it was an incident on Friday where he was trying to remember the word Ascension and because he generally reads Bibles or books of faith and could not remember the word. So, he was asking his wife and then had difficulty pronouncing it. So, the aide who was in there had the DON come and check him to make sure he was not having a stroke and it was deemed by the DON it is a TIA which he says was nonsense. Today, he was firing on all cylinders. We reviewed nothing other than what had happened on Friday. He was overall in good spirits. 
DIAGNOSES: Insomnia improved with trazodone, DM II, hypothyroid, generalized weakness and legal blindness.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/16/23 note.

ALLERGIES: See chart.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 156/75, pulse 60, temperature 98.1, and respirations 18.

HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Moist oral mucosa. He does have compromised hearing to some degree.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is weightbearing and ambulates in his room. He wheels his way around. 

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. Speech clear. He has a newspaper which he manages to read despite a diagnosis of blindness and I have brought that up to him before, but encouraged him to keep reading the paper.
