CC: Fall followup.

HPI: An 85-year-old who ambulates with a walker had a fall in her room going from bedroom to living room without using it. She had no injuries. The patient had a dental appointment that was clear on 06/05/23 and on 06/06/23 is undergoing a watchman procedure which places a gate at the left atrial appendage and she will then be able to come off Eliquis. The patient has myeloproliferative disorder, is monitored by Heme-Onc Dr. Armor and her cardiologist Dr. Ghani. She has been on Jakafi which is an oral chemotherapy that suppresses bone marrow. Yet, she has had anemia per low-grade GI bleed caused by the Eliquis and then required transfusion, so getting rid of the Eliquis is overall in the patient’s best interest. The patient is alert and verbal. She is able to tell me about this morning’s events and knows what is happening on 06/06/23 and is ready to have the procedure done. She does not seem to be anxious which is good. 
DIAGNOSES: Atrial fibrillation, myeloproliferative disorder – off Jakafi times approximately six weeks, gastritis which hopefully is improved, HTN, CAD, polyarthritis and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/15/23 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, and STATINS.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative, able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/78, pulse 50, temperature 98.0, respirations 24, and weight 183.6 pounds.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to body habitus. Clear otherwise without cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R. or G. PMI nondisplaced.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is weightbearing. She ambulates in her room often holding onto things. She uses a walker outside of her room.

NEURO: Oriented x 2 to 3. Speech clear. Short and long-term memory deficits which she is aware of. She can make her needs known.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Atrial fibrillation, on Eliquis, undergoing Watchman procedure to discontinue Eliquis and hopefully restore normalcy to her GI tract so that she will not require further transfusions.

2. Myeloproliferative disorder, per Dr. Armor.
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
