CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 75-year-old seen for lab review. He was seated in his recliner per usual, the lunch tray was seated on a side table that was out of his reach and his left BKA prosthesis was lying on the floor between his recliner and the kitchen sink, again out of his reach. I told him that we are going to review his labs and he was quiet, did not say anything, but did listen without comment. Anemia, CBC shows an H&H of 11.7 and 34.8, WBC count slightly low at 4.0, otherwise platelet count and indices WNL. Protein-calorie malnutrition, T-protein and ALB are 5.9 and 3.4 with remainder of CMP WNL. This is an improvement of previous labs. I also spoke with the DON and the patient is having timed intervals where staff will go in and hand him his prosthesis which he will then place by himself and, as of yesterday, he then got up and ambulated with the walker to the bathroom self-toileting. So, hopefully, with that continuing he will get more acclimated to the prosthesis shoes.
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
