CC: Lab review and followup on ER visit.
HPI: The patient has a history of hypothyroidism status post thyroid ablation and a followup TSH is ordered while she is on supplement. This morning, the patient’s daughter came to visit, she was not feeling well, so she took her to Mercy ER where she was diagnosed with a bladder infection and given 1 g IM of ceftriaxone. In addition, there are several other studies that were done, noted that she had a contusion of her right hip with x-ray of this area done and as there is no comment assume that they are negative findings.

DIAGNOSES: Hypothyroid, Alzheimer’s disease with BPSD, which is improved; it was in the form of verbal aggression and agitation, HTN, history of lung CA with CNS mets status post CNS resection and seizure prophylaxis on Keppra.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/17 note.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and seated with other residents.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/76, pulse 86, temperature 97.5, respirations 16, O2 saturation 96% and weight 163.2 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation x1-2. She is verbal, voices her needs. Today, she was seen in front of the television with other residents and was pleasant and interactive.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Presumptive bladder infection, received 1 g of Rocephin and encouraged her to stay hydrated.
2. Contusion of right hip. X-rays of the area ruled out fracture or dislocation.
3. Degenerative change of lumbar and lumbosacral vertebrae. A CT of the lumbar spine as well as pelvis, no reported evidence of fracture, dislocation or other abnormality.
4. Social. Got to meet her daughter/POA Pam Huff.
