CC: Question of discontinuing Lyrica in a.m.
HPI: A 94-year-old seen in room. She is in a wheelchair that she propels around. She is hard of hearing, but with speaking loudly enough she was able to track my questions and gave appropriate, but brief answers. Apparently, there had been question about decreasing the Lyrica in the morning, I asked her if she wanted this to be done, but maintain it at h.s. and she stated no that she has taken the medication for a long time and thinks it works for her, so she wants it left alone. She had no other issue, states that she feels good. She gets around, comes out in a manual wheelchair for meals and will sit in activities, however, her HOH is a limiting factor in other socialization.
DIAGNOSES: Chronic pain, which is stable, peripheral neuropathy, depression, HTN, HLD, hypothyroid, and CKD IV.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 2.5 mg q.d., diclofenac tablet 50 mg b.i.d., Cymbalta 30 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., levothyroxine 125 mcg q.d., oxybutynin ER 5 mg q.d., KCl 10 mEq b.i.d., pravastatin 10 mg h.s., Lyrica 75 mg 8 a.m. and 8 p.m.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Petite elderly female in wheelchair, interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/67, pulse 70, temperature 97.2, respirations 14, and weight 138 pounds.
CARDIAC: She has a systolic ejection murmur. No rub or gallop noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She asked appropriate questions for clarification. Orientation x2 and she was clear that she wanted Lyrica to continue in the morning and then I got the information that she has been refusing it for the past week in the morning.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair. She self-transfers. No lower extremity edema.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication refusal, but wants to continue on it. If she refuses the pain medication 5 out of the next 10 days in the a.m., then we will discontinue the a.m. dose and continue at h.s.
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
