HPI: A 97-year-old seen propelling herself down the hall. She was pleasant and cooperative. She has a history of DM II, is on oral medication and her quarterly A1c of 9.7 is reviewed with her today. Her previous A1c was 10.8 on 03/24. After that, there was an increase of glipizide to 10 mg b.i.d. a.c. She is tolerating medication without any problem. She denies increased thirst, urination, or p.o. intake. I told her that we will stay on the medication, but add an additional 5 mg dose with dinner and she is in agreement. Overall, feels good and gets around with no difficulty.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, HLD, and lower extremity edema.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg h.s., melatonin 3 mg h.s., torsemide 20 mg MWF, Trulicity 4.5 mg/0.5 mL SC q. Friday and glipizide ER 10 mg with breakfast and lunch and 5 mg with dinner.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: RCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and well-groomed and always pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/69, pulse 73, respirations 18, and weight 157 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability in a manual wheelchair that she propels independently and she has trace LEE.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech clear, asks appropriate questions. Oriented x3.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM II. A1c is 8.7, adjust glipizide to be 10 mg at breakfast and lunch and 5 mg at dinner, continue with Trulicity as is and we will see what next quarterly A1c is.
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
