CC: Increased confusion with unusual behaviors.
HPI: An 83-year-old observed getting around the facility in her electric wheelchair; she operates it safely, when she saw me in the hallway, she told me that she would be waiting for me in her room. The patient was in a nightgown with her robe, which is kind of her usual attire. During the daytime, she did change and just regular clothing when she came to the dining room for dinner. I asked her how she had been doing and she said she was good and then I just told her that I had gotten some feedback that she had been doing some unusual things to include putting a door up against the doorknob of her room door so that it was difficult for anyone to get in and explained to her the safety issue behind decreased access to her. The patient stated that she did not do that, that was crazy, that anyone who said that was nuts and then going to do laundry like one piece at a time and then later stating that someone had stolen her laundry. She denied ever doing that and stated that it will be crazy to do your laundry one item at a time. There were some other things related to medications that she stated she was not given her medication when she had already been given it and then disorientation to time sinking that it was time for dinner when it was time for bed. Staff, specifically DON talked to family and they asked if she had any history of UTIs, which she has not had since her admission here; she is still relatively new. They stated that when she did she would have unusual behavior such as was just described, but after the issues of feeling accused of something she had done, she calmed down and the rest of the visit continued. She wants to point out her room actually has a nice view of the outdoor garden, so she enjoys looking at that and the fountain, which was running today.
DIAGNOSES: MCI, chronic pain management, osteoporosis, osteoarthritis, lymphedema with superimposed lower extremity edema, HTN and neuropathy.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/24/2023 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
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DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished female who is always well-groomed though in nice pajamas with a robe seen in room today. She was cooperative. She did get upset about things that people had said she had done.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/100, pulse 73, respirations 18, and weight 233 pounds.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: In her room, she ambulates independently, has a walker that she uses if needed; for distance, uses her electric wheelchair and has lower extremity lymphedema that actually is decreased and there is almost resolution of the previous overlying edema.
NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear, expresses herself, understands given information. Orientation is x 2, she can reference for date and time.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: MCI with unusual behaviors. UA with C&S will be obtained to rule out that is a factor in what has been observed. I am requesting nursing staff when she is finished treatment for a possible UTI that MMSE be administered.
