HPI: History of mania, which is currently not treated and son states that he is in that phase by his observation. Son reports that he think his father has pink eye because he has pink eye and has been around his father. I went up to room to see the patient. He was in his recliner. He became verbal right away telling me that he has not had a bowel movement in at least one week maybe two weeks. Staffs are unclear whether that is true. The patient is not on any stool softener routinely nor does have a p.r.n order and states that he has had four prunes today, drank fluid and has not been able to go. He is open to a brown cow, which is one prune juice with MOM as explained to him or a suppository. He also then states that he has had bleeding in his Foley catheter and cannot give me any further information.

DIAGNOSES: CKD on HD x2 weekly with indwelling Foley catheter secondary to BPH, chronic constipation, HTN, and cardiac arrhythmia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably who began talking as soon as he saw me and required interruption to slow down and address one topic at a time.

HEENT: He has very mild pinkness of his left eye medial aspect and clear right eye. No evidence of matting or drainage. No periorbital tenderness to palpation. Denies change in visual acuity.

ABDOMEN: Full, nontender. Hypoactive bowel sounds present.

GU: Foley catheter, tubing is clear. There is no sediment or evidence of bleeding and catheter contains concentrated urine not significant for blood.
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NEUROLOGIC: He makes eye contact. Speech is clear, but he has talked more and initiated conversation, which he usually does not do. Had to be redirected or stopped so that I could just understand what his initial point was before he went on to another. He seems to understand what is stated to him as he could repeat it back.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pink left eye mild. Visine A one drop per eye t.i.d for three days then p.r.n.

2. Constipation. A brown cow will be given and if no BM then a suppository will be administered. I am writing for routine Senokot-S two tabs q a.m. and MiraLax p.r.n.

3. Question of mania. The patient was a bit different than general; however, I would not call it mania in one visit so Abilify 5 mg would be the initial start of treatment if needed. We follow up later this week to see if it is an ongoing issue and if so then will initiate medication.
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
