CC: New admit.

HPI: The patient was admitted to facility on 06/08/2023. Since her admission, she has had exit seeking getting out of the building three different times and is continually looking for exit thinks that she has had a doctor’s appointment and needs to leave so staff have had to one-on-one her to the point that she was actually taken and spent the day in Memory Care where she seemed to do very well. She was watching TV with residents, did an activity and had her meal there and staffs stated that she seemed happy. Given this information and the fact that I have been informed about the patient who I will be accepting with exit seeking behavior there needs to be serious reconsideration for placement into Memory Care. I did meet patient briefly on 06/08 in passing she was quiet kept to herself and seemed to be overwhelmed by the activities going on in AL. And then in speaking with staff who also have concerns about appropriateness for AL. I contacted the patient’s daughter/POA to introduce myself and expressed my concerns as above. She has no problem with her mother be moved to Memory Care if that is where she will do better. Her wish for her moms that she simply get the care that she needs at this point in her life and dementia is an issue that is prompted her being brought to this facility.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, CKD, HTN, HLD, B12 deficiency, and glaucoma.

MEDICATIONS: Began with Aricept 5 mg h.s., Norvasc 10 mg q.d., clonidine 0.2 mg b.i.d., Lipitor 10 mg h.s., Breo Ellipta p.r.n., Singulair q.d., Claritin 10 mg q.d. Protonix 40 mg q.d., Alphagan eye drops stated to affected eye but not specified which eye that is q.8h., Latanoprost OU h.s., B12 1000 mcg q.d., FeSO4 q.d., stool softener not specified 100 mg q.d., and we will write for docusate.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Primary diagnosis on admission sheet is Alzheimer’s disease/dementia. I spoke with the patient’s daughter/POA Cara Gardner who is in agreement with move to MC and we will recommend that she be moving there soon as possible beginning of the week. It is my belief that she will do better as she seemed to take *_________* spending the day there.
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
