CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 93-year-old observed sitting and listening to a music activity. He was quiet and appropriate, did smile and wave when he saw myself and the nurse and then later I spoke with him and told him that I had looked at his labs and everything was good, nothing to be concerned about and he stated that was good.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia, gait instability in manual wheelchair, non-weightbearing, senile debility, hypothyroid, bilateral LEE, and peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Flomax q.d., Senna q.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., ABH gel 225/2 mg/mL 1 mL b.i.d., Tylenol 500 mg two tablets t.i.d., NTE 3 g q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Voltaren gel both knees b.i.d., Proscar q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., and MiraLax q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Elderly gentleman who looked frail sitting on his rolling walker.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/75, pulse 68, temperature 97.4, respirations 18, and weight 180.1 pounds.

NEURO: He makes eye contact and waves. He did speak a few words it took him a while to get his words out and was not coherent in content. Orientation x2. Difficulty voicing needs.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: he is a transfer assist. He is transported in a manual wheelchair but also has a rolling walker that he likes being pushed on and seated on.

SKIN: Thin and dry. He is got scattered bruising.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H are 12.8 and 38.4 with mixed indices. No intervention required.

2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein is 5.8 and albumin at the low end of normal at 3.5. He already has protein drinks recommended.

3. HLD. Lipid profile checked. TCHOL is 197 with an LDL and HDL of 115 and 32. He is not on statin at this time and would not recommend initiation.
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
