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1. MH, 21-year-old male seen with blacking out when he spends a lot of time in the sunshine. Urine specific gravity 1.020, creatinine 2.0, H&H 12 and 38, CT scan of the head negative, diagnosed with volume depletion, was sent home. Left a message. No voicemail was available to receive the message. IV fluids were given in the emergency room as well.
2. PL, 41-year-old with an eye scratch/corneal abrasion, treated with TobraDex, doing much better today. Happy with the care received.
3. CB, 18-year-old with abdominal pain, cramps, lack of appetite, history of IBS as a teenager, KUB was negative. Treated for IBS with Bentyl. No lab or CT was done. Mother states the patient is doing fine today, went to school.

4. CC, 43-year-old female with a sting from a caterpillar with allergic reaction. Treated with Benadryl, Decadron in the ER and Medrol Dosepak, left message for her to call me back.

5. JG, 18-year-old with abscess under left arm. Abscess was drained. Treated with clindamycin in the ER and Toradol. Sent home with clindamycin. Left message for the patient to call me back.

6. XA, 3-year-old child with a bee sting that has now become infected two days ago. Treated with Benadryl in the ER and Keflex at home. Doing much better now.

7. YJ, 55-year-old with high blood pressure and minimal chest pain. CBC, CMP, EKG, cardiac workup, sed rate, and head CT were all negative. The patient is only on valsartan at home. Blood pressure initially 217/120, came down to 154/79 with Norco, aspirin, hydralazine 20 mg, Zofran 4 mg, and Toradol 30 mg. All workup was negative. Sent home with hydrochlorothiazide and hydralazine to finish, to follow up with the PCP. The patient was doing much better and was very happy with the care.

8. MG, is a 2-year-old child with fever. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral illness. Sent home with conservative approach. The patient’s mother states that he is already better.
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9. ME, is an 18-year-old young man with sore throat and cough. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with bacterial pharyngitis. Sent home with Amoxil. Phone is not set up to receive messages.

10. OO, 35-year-old comes in for COVID testing for travel. Must be traveling today. No one answered the phone. Of course, COVID test was negative.

11. PD, 48-year-old with a puncture wound right index two days ago, given Keflex and tetanus, sent home. Left message for the patient to call me back. The infection is secondary to a dirty nail.

12. LC, 46-year-old with a swollen leg, 150/90 blood pressure, 10.4 white count, chemistry negative, PT/PTT negative, CBC with white count 10,000, BNP negative, Doppler study negative for DVT, treated for cellulitis of left leg with Augmentin, Naprosyn and Norvasc; since she was out of her Norvasc and her blood pressure was elevated. She was very happy with the care today. She is slightly better.

13. TS, 49-year-old with headache and high blood pressure, ran out of medication. Medications were refilled. She was told not to let her medication run out. No workup was done since the patient just had blood work done at Kelsey-Seybold. No chest pain or other symptoms reported. The patient was happy with the care.

14. ES, 48-year-old with ankle pain after a fall at home. X-ray shows soft tissue swelling. X-rays of the foot and ankle were negative. Treated with Motrin 800 mg. Left message for the patient to call me back.

15. JD, is a 46-year-old woman with chest pain who ran into another car and her air bag deployed. X-rays of the chest and CT of the head were negative. Treated with Motrin and Flexeril. No loss of consciousness. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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
