This is a progress report on Nathaniel Brandom.

Nathaniel is a 28-year-old male who does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. He is here with history of cough, sore throat, extreme weakness, low-grade fever, and sinus pain. He is going on for last few days. Recently, he was on a cruise ship and he could have contracted some sort of infection. Yesterday, he was given IV fluids and he felt little better but continues to have symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has been very healthy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 28-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 2 inch tall, weighing 207 pounds, blood pressure 138/83, and pulse 90.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Showed significant tenderness both sinuses frontal and maxillary. Throat is congested with postnasal drip.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Showed occasional wheezing.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LAB: His CBC was drawn, which showed WBC count of 16.9 with high neutrophils.
DIAGNOSES:

1. Acute sinusitis.

2. Constitutional symptoms.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, lipids, and then give him Rocephin 2 g IV infusion and will put him on oral Ceftin 500 mg b.i.d.
