The patient presents with history of right ear pain last night and pain in right face for the past few days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Pain in right ear post swimming ever day for the past several days, relieved with NSAID.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Painful tenderness to right ear and tragus without inflammation or swelling of the external auditory canal. Neck: Right 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Right otitis externa with cervical adenitis.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Z-PAK and Cortisporin Otic with recommendations to use alcohol after swimming. Follow up with PCP and pediatrician.
