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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

INDICATIONS FOR PROCEDURE: GERD, epigastric pain, abdominal pain.

ANESTHESIA: Sedation was given with MAC anesthesia, given by the nursing anesthetist under supervision of the anesthesiologist.

The patient was monitored during the procedure with blood pressure, pulse oximetry, and electrocardiogram done periodically.

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: EGD with biopsy and colonoscopy.

INSTRUMENT: Olympus video EGD scope and colonoscope.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was signed and obtained from the patient, the patient was placed in the left lateral decubitus position. After adequate sedation was achieved, the scope was placed in the oral cavity, past the hypopharynx, through esophagus, through the EG junction to the pylorus, the bulb of the duodenum, and second and third portions of the duodenum. Examined portion of the duodenum appeared to show mild duodenitis. Biopsies were taken from small intestine to rule out celiac sprue or enteritis. The scope was brought to the antrum. The pylorus looked normal. No evidence of pyloric channel ulcer or pyloric stenosis. The antrum had mild to moderate gastritis. Biopsies were taken to rule out Helicobacter pylori. No evidence of any gastric outlet obstruction. No evidence of any pyloric channel ulcer. No evidence of pyloric stenosis. Retroflexion was done at the incisura. The upper body of the fundus and the cardia grossly looked normal, documented with pictures. The scope was straightened and brought back to the EG junction. Question short-segment Barrett’s. Biopsies were taken to establish the diagnosis. Air was suctioned. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.

The patient was turned around. KY jelly applied to the rectum. Colonoscope was placed into the rectum, rectosigmoid, descending colon, splenic flexure, transverse colon, hepatic flexure, and to the base of cecum documented pictures. Coming out, I did not see evidence of any polyps, mass, diverticulosis or angiodysplasia. The scope was brought to the rectum. Retroflexion at the rectum showed internal hemorrhoids. No bleeding was seen. The scope was straightened. Air was suctioned. I did not see external hemorrhoids. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.

FINDINGS:
1. Question short-segment Barrett’s. Biopsies were taken to establish the diagnosis.

2. Mild to moderate gastritis. Biopsies taken to rule out Helicobacter pylori.

3. Mild duodenitis.

4. Colonoscopy up to cecum.

5. Adequate prep.

6. Colonoscopy came out negative for colon cancer screening. No evidence of any colon polyp or colitis.

7. Internal hemorrhoids.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Await for the esophagus biopsy. If the esophagus biopsy comes negative for Barrett’s esophagus, repeat upper endoscopy in three years.

2. Await for the stomach biopsy. If it comes back positive for Helicobacter pylori, we will treat with triple therapy.
3. Repeat colonoscopy as colon cancer screening when he turns 45.

4. Since the upper endoscopy and colonoscopy could not explain the reason for abdominal pain, recommend the patient to have a CT scan of abdomen and pelvis with and without contrast to rule out intraabdominal or pelvic pathology as a contributing factor for abdominal pain.

5. Advised the patient to take high-fiber diet, drink more water, stool softener, Metamucil and Citrucel, fiber supplement, Preparation H, and Anusol cream for hemorrhoidal flare-up.
6. Followup in one to two weeks.

The patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
