HISTORY: This is a 6-month-old child accompanied by mother with green discharge from his hives and redness in his eyes.

Mother said this has been going on for approximately three days. She said she has been wiping his eyes with warm moist rag but no improvement. She said child is in daycare and said no other kids is complaining that she is aware of with similar symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and they were all negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and they were all negative.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and they were all negative.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and they were all negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and they were all negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and they were all negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother said child is full-term and C-section secondary to placental abnormalities. No complications at birth. She says vaccination is up-to-date. Denies vomiting or diarrhea. Denies changes in activities. Denies change in appetite.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert, interactive, extremely playful, and smiles. Moist mucous membranes.

HEENT: Eyes: Visual acuity, he follows objects with no difficulties. There is green discharge in his right eye. Conjunctivae erythematous bilaterally right is worse than left. Orbit and lids, there are no erythema. No edema. No tenderness to palpation. Eyes: PERRLA. EOMI. Full range of motion..
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nondistended. No organomegaly.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.

2. Acute eye discharge.

PLAN: The patient was given the following medication: Gentamicin 0.3% ophthalmic solution one drop t.i.d. 10 days 5 mL. Mother was educated on care for conjunctivitis. She was advised use a warm rag on wipe continues to wipe the green stuff from patient’s eye.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
