3. The patient is on antibiotic for UTI Macrodantin.

4. Recurrent urinary tract infection.

5. Abdominal pain.

7. Dizziness.

8. Palpitation.

9. She had an aneurysm as a child and was told that may have something to do with her kidneys. At age 9, she required radiation to get over the aneurysm.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 36-year-old woman, married, two children, does not smoke, does not drink, currently on her period. The patient works as an elementary school secretary.
She comes in today with the above-mentioned symptoms for the past three to four days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No history of asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x2.

SOCIAL HISTORY: As above.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of cancer at age 52. Father is still doing well.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 159 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 63. Blood pressure 128/79.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. 
LUNGS: Clear.
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HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough. Chest x-ray shows bronchitis. No pneumonia.

2. Treat with Rocephin 1 g now and Decadron 8 mg now.

3. Z-PAK.

4. Medrol Dosepak.

5. Phenergan DM for cough.

6. Lots of liquid.

7. History of aneurysm at age 9.

8. Rule out renal cyst in face of aneurysm. Ultrasound shows no evidence of renal cyst.

9. Nausea related to most likely Macrodantin, postnasal drip, bronchitis, sinus drainage all the above. Abdominal ultrasound and gallbladder within normal limits.

10. Palpitation. Echocardiogram is within normal limits.

11. We looked at her lymph nodes in her neck because of her infection. She does have lymphadenopathy.

12. As far as UTI concerned, she has normal kidney and normal bladder.

13. Abnormal periods let us to look at her pelvic which was within normal limits.

14. The patient will finish medication.

15. Blood work is up-to-date.
16. She will see us later; in case there are any issues or problems noted, she will call me.
