CHAMMAS, MARINA
Ms. Chammas is an 81-year-old woman with history of breast cancer with metastasis to the liver, brain, and lymph nodes. She has been on chemo and radiation therapy in the past and has not been placed on hospice. She also suffers from antineoplastic chemotherapy-induced anemia, iron deficiency anemia, pernicious anemia, thrombocytopenia, brain metastasis, essential hypertension, estrogen receptor positive status, liver metastasis, parkinsonism, and peripheral neuropathy. The patient currently weighs 150 pounds. She has lost about 12 pounds in the past four to six weeks. She appears anemic, but weak. Her last hematocrit was 29. Her appetite has been diminished because of her recent treatment with chemotherapy with protein-calorie malnutrition and decreased albumin of 3.2.

The patient has been placed on hospice with the blessing of her primary care as well as oncologist and family members because of above mentioned findings. The patient is expected to die within six months. Hence, she is hospice appropriate. She also is in pain. She requires pain medication around-the-clock. She lives with her family who is the primary caregiver at home and we will keep her comfortable during the last few weeks and days of her life.
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
