CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion and varicose veins on the legs.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his nasal congestion started a week ago and he had a similar episode two months ago for which the patient took Claritin 10 mg once a day and he is advised to start Claritin 10 mg p.o. now.
The patient has varicose veins in the lower extremities. Sometimes, it causes puffiness of the feet, otherwise unremarkable. Currently, the patient does not have any puffiness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, urinary or bowel incontinence, calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
