CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after tailbone pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had sacrococcyx x-ray that did not show any fracture, but it showed bone hypertrophy of the left trochanter. The patient stated that he does not have pain in the area and the patient has pain upon sitting more than 10 minutes and the pain level is 6 or 7 and it is relieved after resting.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema. Left thigh examination is unremarkable.

Examination of the coccyx reveals tenderness upon palpation, but there are no skin changes. Lumbar forward flexion is normal.
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
