HOLLOWAY, FRANCES
This is a 99-year-old woman who has been recertified for hospice at this time. She has endstage diagnosis of heart failure which makes her eligible for hospice. She also suffers from atrial fibrillation. She is 99 years old. She has shortness of breath, increased weakness related to hypoxemia, and decreased ejection fraction. The patient lives with her daughter Jordon who is the caregiver who herself also is suffering stage IV ovarian cancer. Since the last evaluation, the patient has been more weak. She has been having leg pain, not able to ambulate because of severe pain in her legs related to peripheral vascular disease, recurrent UTIs. She has a KPS score of 40%, requires assistance and special care around the house because she was totally ADL dependent now and has bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient requires position changing to reduce chance of developing pressure ulcers in the bony areas. She is eating very little and has lost 3.5 pounds. Overall, she has lost 145 pounds to 115 pounds at this time. She remains quite weak. The patient continues to be appropriate for hospice with most likely less than six months to live.
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
