CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of mole on the right arm.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient went to dermatologist for vitiligo and on evaluation he found the patient has mole on the right shoulder and he asked the patient to have a biopsy done.
The patient stated that the mole has been there for many years and has not increased in size.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, weight loss or weight gain, leg swelling or calf swelling, or bone pain.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Lymph node examination, there were no palpable lymph nodes.

Skin examination reveals less than 1 cm size mole on the right arm and there is no active bleeding or tenderness and there is no redness and there is no lymph node enlargement.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and he is advised to have excision of the mole.
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
